So how does it work?  Go through your closet with a critical eye.  Your 
things that are in style, but rarely worn, can be recycled by passing them on to someone else who 
would enjoy them.  Choose those “right season” things that are still in great shape and are current in 
style.  Things that are too worn, smell of pets or smoke odor, or have stains or other flaws will not 
be accepted for our racks.   

Make sure everything is freshly laundered and all clothing is hung up.  Visit our website at 
www.jaxfumckids.org for our guidelines on preparing your items.  You must register as a Children's 
Market consignor to participate in the Phase 2 sale during Children's Market. 

How much time will it take to get things ready?  If you can fill out 
a form online, you can get your items ready for Phase 2 and Children’s Market.  Register as a 
consignor with Children’s Market, enter your items into the system, and get them ready to sell.  
That means making sure they’re clean, wrinkle and stain free, and hanging securely on a metal or 
plastic hanger.  When you’re ready to tag, send us a Facebook message, text, or email with your 
consignor number and name.  We’ll print and cut your tags.  At that point, you can either come to 
the church to tag your items and leave them with us to store for you –or– take the tags home and 
drop off your items on Sunday, April 3 or Monday, April 4.  You can pick up anything that doesn’t 
sell on Saturday afternoon or donate it to a local charity.   

Don’t forget to come back and shop on April 5.  You’ll find name brand clothing and accessories for 
a fraction of the retail cost.  It’s a win-win! 

Want to know the best part?  We’ll mail you a check on April 13 for 75% of your 
sales.  That’s higher than the consignment shops around town with no waiting by the mailbox for 
your $$.
